MPHS Football Season Cheer Clinic 06-07

When:  Saturday, August 26, 2006  7:45 – 12:15

Where:  Mt Pleasant High School Gym

Parking:  Please park towards the back and leave the good parking spots for our guests.  We want this to be a pleasant experience for them.

Parents:  This is one of the highlights of our cheerleading program.  I tend to forget about it or overlook it because it happens right at the beginning of the year.  However, I know that the kids in this town love the experience and look forward to it every year and I have a feeling our girls enjoy it a lot too.  

The cheerleading clinic is a fundraising activity, but it is also a lot of fun working with the little girls who look up to the cheerleaders at the games each week and dream of becoming a high school cheerleader some day.  It takes all of us working together and supporting each other to make all of this possible.  I want to thank you in advance for your dedication and hard work.  I have placed your name by the job that we would like you to cover.  If there is a problem, please let me know in the response portion of the form.

We are hoping that this will be the biggest clinic ever so I really need everyone covering their task.

Cheerleaders:  Very IMPORTANT…easier to get shirts done quickly if we pre-register!!


We would like all of you to try and get three registered girls by Wednesday, August 23, 2006.  It is extremely important that you make sure the paper is completely filled out.  Check for the signature of the parent.  Check for the shirt size.  Please have checks made to MPHS Cheer, or collect cash.  If anyone would like to sign up after Wednesday, August 23, then have them keep their paperwork and come to the late registration table on Saturday to avoid confusion.  It makes a parent feel uncomfortable if they show up under the impression that they pre-registered their child and we do not know who they are because the paperwork was not turned in.  Pre-register everyone that you can because it makes getting t-shirts made go much quicker if most of them are pre-ordered.

First impressions are very important.  If a parent drops off a child, then check to see if they are on the pre-registered list before they leave.  You will have a list of pre-registered girls to check from.  Make sure that you get the name of the child, escort them to the pre-registered table and tell the person at the table the name of the child before you leave the child in their care.  Then, head back out to the lobby to repeat the process.  If a child is not on the pre-registered list, give the parents a registration form and ask them to go to the late registration table.  Please continue the process until it is evident they have all arrived.  Once your job is complete here please join your daughter’s group to help supervise the young girls and help with restroom breaks.

Once your job is complete here please join your daughter’s group to help supervise the young girls and help with restroom breaks.

You will have a list of pre-registered girls.  Highlight the name of the girl on your list as she checks in.  Make a nametag that has the name of the child, age, and grade.  Hand her over to an escort to take her to photography.  Once it looks like there are no more girls coming in…hand the list to Elizabeth Lloyd who will compile one highlighted list from all the others that are turned in.  Once your job is complete here please join your daughter’s group to help supervise the young girls and help with restroom breaks.

Sandy Agan will be taking the photographs.  Nancy Carney will be the recorder, writing down the name of the child that is being photographed.  The others will help dress the girls and keep them from wondering out of line.  Once Nancy has written their names down they should stay in that order.  One parent must be in charge of putting a sticker on their nametags
after the child completes their picture so that we know they did not get missed.  When we break into groups the cheerleaders will be able to spot the nametags that do not have stickers and we can get them over to photographs before it is too late.


As soon as all of the angels have a sticker…Sandy Agan will make a mad dash to CVS photo printing and print the photos (hopefully from a digital camera).  If we do use film we need to make sure to keep each roll of film with the correct list of girls.  The photo team will prepare the cards and place the picture in the card with the girls name on it.

All Cheerleaders:

You will gather girls from the photography area as they finish taking pictures according to the age that you are assigned.  I will walk around and write down who is in each group.  Each group’s break begins when Mrs. Rolf dismisses the cheerleader to take her group.  The schedule of time is an outline to follow, but it is flexible in order for it to flow smoothly.  If too many girls are at the snack tables at the same time, then a lot of time is wasted.

Each group has 15 minutes for a snack.  I will have the older girls going first because they can have an early snack and still last till the end.  This way the little girls can work a while before having a snack since they probably just had breakfast.


Please do not place all of the cookies in site or they will think that they can have them all.  Just keep pulling more out as needed so that we do not run out.  There will be enough for the girls to have two cookies and a drink.  Sometimes you cannot stop kids from grabbing a third so there should be some extras if some of the girls do.  If we get low on anything please let me know in time and we will send someone to the store.

Bathroom Assistance:  The outside greeters, escorts, registration tables, etc.


We do not want the little girls unattended when going to the restroom.  We also do not want the cheerleaders taking time away from teaching the others in order to take a little girl to the restroom.  We also need the extra supervision to keep the girls with their groups.  Please move over to the group that your daughter is working with and help them supervise and take their girls on restroom breaks!  This is the easiest way to make sure all the groups are covered.

Pick-up table:  Registration table workers make sure that parents get a note of instructions, coloring contest paper, certificate & picture, and spirit book.

Clean up:  Cheerleaders are NOT dismissed until everything is cleaned up.

Display art at the game:

The pictures that are entered into the spirit coloring contest will be displayed at the game on the night that they perform.  After they perform, the announcer will announce the winners and we will present them with a gift.  Any parent that can help with picture hang up and parent pick-up on game night would be greatly appreciated!

Extra+ Practice:


We will have an additional practice with the girls on Tuesday, September 19 from 4:20 to 5:40 in the High School cafeteria.  The little girls will be there from 4:30 to 5:30

September 22, 2006 Game:


All cheerleaders need to be at the game at 6:00pm to get the list of girls and shirts to hand out and help hang up the pictures.  The girls will arrive at 6:15pm.  Quickly hand out shirts and practice before lining up to enter the field.  Once everyone is lined up we will start the performance around 6:45pm.  I would like the groups with varsity members to go first so that they can be ready for the game to start.
